Lancaster Fire and EMS building update: Joe Bailie from Delta 3 and Michael Kuchta from Lancaster gave an update on the remodel and expansion of the firehouse. As of today, Beetown would owe $23,856 for their part. This would be divided out over 10 years and includes interest. But they are still doing some fund raising. Project will begin May 2026 and be completed by summer 2027.

Has a bad cylinder and going into hydraulic lock. Put new starter in pickup. Painted rims that they got from Freeman Miller. Dave Clauer has been cleaning up around his place. 

Clerks Report: Lisa handed in last month’s minutes and this month’s paid bills. A motion was made by Greg and 2nd by Bart to approve last month’s minutes. The motion passes by voice vote. Treasurers Report: Lisa stated that as of today, $116,535.49 is in the regular checking account after bills were paid. 

Road and Bridge Updates: Greg handed in all the necessary paperwork to Travis Kramer to get reimbursed by the state for the LRIP Diamond Grove Rd project. Amount should be $460,928.93.

2026 budget proposal: Lisa handed in the final 2026 budget of $205,833.00. This is our DOR levy limit. 

Bruce Gardiner appraisal update: Lisa talked to Bruce and he has tentatively scheduled the Board of Review for December 1st. Open book will be middle of November.
